a)  The Clerk had put forward 4 suggestions to the ‘quick win’ funding from the Stronger Together 
Neighbourhoods and an agreement in principle had been achieved for the Friends of the Walled Garden 
for £2200.


b)  The Clerk outlined the Cheshire Cats Rugby Club interest in purchasing the land on Church Lane, 
Grappenhall and a subsequent meeting of all interested parties, which took place at St. Wilfrid’s School. 
However, in a pre application response letter, due to Highways concerns, Warrington Borough Council 
confirmed that they would not support an application and the Cheshire Cats are now seeking alternative 
sites in South Warrington.
