Councillor Biggin also reported that 2 volunteers had 
come forward to offer to assist with running Grappenhall Library, and gave details of a new pilot alarm 
scheme.

South Warrington Rural Watch

The Clerk reported that PCSO Alex Stacey was in the early stages of setting up a South Warrington Rural 
Watch Scheme with the aim of reducing the theft of rural machinery, livestock and feed. Alex would 
commence the registration process initially in Grappenhall and Thelwall and then spread out to other parts 
of South Warrington. Following registration, Alex intended to hold regular meetings every 3-4 months with 
rural residents. The Fire Brigade would also be linking into this project and offering free domestic alarm 
checks for rural properties and farm houses.
